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= The calendar is a method by which people measure time for their own civil or religious purposes dividing it into years,
months, weeks and days. People of ancient times based the earliest calendars of the most obvious regular events they knew —
the movements of the sun and Moon which together produce the three simplest divisions of time. These are the day, the lunar
month, and the solar year.
We now Know that the regular movement of the sun across the sky is the time taken by the earth the revolve on its axis — just
under 24 hours. The lunar month is the time between two new moons about 29.5 days. (“ Lunar” comes from Luna, the Latin
word from “moon”). The solar year is the time taken by the Earth to travel round the Sun — 365 day 5 hours 48 minutes 46
seconds. (“Solar” comes from sol, the Latin word from “sun”.)
Because these lengths of time do not add up to round numbers , and because the lunar months do not fit into the solar year, it
was many centuries before a calendar was developed that did not have to be corrected every now and then. The importance of
finding such a calendar had been known for thousands of years.
